Top Shots  

 
Once your camera has been properly installed on the top of the lightbox:  
 

1. Place the object to be shot inside the lightbox  
2. Use the PackshotCreator software interface to Preview, Zoom In/Out, Crop or Rotate the image  
3. Press Snap to take the picture 
4. The image will automatically be sent to the PC and appear in the Image Viewing window where it can be 
annotated and processed  

Close-ups  

If you want to take close-up pictures of your products, you can use the Close-up Mode. Using this mode requires 
putting the camera relatively close to the object. Placing the camera too close or too far from the object will result 
in a blurry image. 

Side Shots 

To take a side shot through the open door:  

1. Click Off button to turn off the lightbox lamps and the digital camera.  
 
2. Take the camera out of the camera housing.  
Make sure that the USB and power cords remain connected ς extend them from the lightbox to reach the 
tripod.  
 
3. Adjust the height of the tripod so that the entire object can be captured.  
 
4. Position the tripod and camera so that the camera lens is as close to the entrance door as possible, if not a 
little inside. For good results, try to place the object at the back of the lightbox. 
 
5. Double-check the USB and power connections. Make sure they are correctly plugged into the digital 
camera and computer, then click the On button (on the software interface) to turn on the lightbox and the 
digital camera.  
 
6. Click the Preview button on the main user interface and, if necessary, re-adjust the position of the object.  
Zoom In, Zoom Out or use any of the other Preview functions.  
 
7. When ready, click on Snap to take the picture.  

Shooting in Advanced Mode 

Taking top and side shots of objects in Advanced Mode is exactly the same as shooting in Automatic mode

Advanced Mode also allows you to shoot objects too large to put into the lightbox.   

Shooting Larger Items in Advanced Mode 

There are two options for taking pictures outside of the lightbox:  
 

Switch the software to Advanced Mode.

By switching the software to Advanced Mode you will be able to take pictures outside of the lightbox and have the 
images automatically transferred into the PackshotCreator software.  
On the Camera Settings window, select either Automatic or Manual then select Outside Lightbox as the Object 
Location 
 
Automatic means the camera will be in point and shoot mode.  
The camera will automatically evaluate the lighting environment and use the best shutter speed and aperture to 
take a picture. If Manual is chosen, you will need to set the shutter speed, aperture and flash manually before 
taking a picture. 
Use the Zoom in / Zoom out and other buttons to compose the picture and when ready, click Snap. 
 

Main User Interface 

The main user interface of the Image Creation software can be broken down into five separate components:  
 

Viewing Window   

Area in which will appear the Preview mode and captured pictures. 
 

Image Capture   

Area to control the power of the system, the Close up mode, the zoom, the cropping, the rotation and snapping of 
the pictures. 
 

Annotation Tools   

Contains annotation tools as well as Zoom and Real size (1:1) viewing features. 
 

Thumbnail Window   

Contains thumbnails of all pictures shot with the PackshotCreator.
